Bryn Mawr Rehab Hospital is a leader in the field of physical medicine and
rehabilitation. The 148-bed, not-for-profit hospital offers a full range of
rehabilitation services, including acute inpatient care, day treatment and
outpatient programs for both adults and adolescents. The staff at Bryn
Mawr Rehab Hospital treats brain injury, stroke, spinal cord injury, multiple
sclerosis and other neurological disabilities, chronic pain, amputation

and other orthopedic problems.

The Main Line Health Outpatient Rehab Network is one of the largest rehabilitation
providers in the Philadelphia suburbs and provides rehabilitation services at 10
locations for patients of all ages.

* Project SEARCH, providing on-the-job training and job coaching
